Ryan Kuo is a Senior 
Regional Planner in the 
Transportation Division 
of the Southern Califor-
nia Association of Gov-
ernments (SCAG).  As 
his first assignment at 
SCAG, Ryan was one 
of the core team mem-
bers responsible for the 
writing and production 

of the 2008 Regional Transportation Plan, a 25
-year, $532-billion planning document which 
transportation projects must be included in to 
receive federal or state funding. Ryan is cur-
rently also SCAGôs project manager for several 
transportation studies, including the City of Los 

Angeles Transportation Strategic Plan effort as well 
as the Big Bear Modal Alternatives Analysis, a 
study aimed at identifying the most feasible all-
weather, high-capacity, non-auto transportation 
mode to provide safe and timely access for pas-
sengers and goods from the San Bernardino Valley 
to the communities and resorts of the Big Bear Val-
ley. 

 

Prior to joining SCAG, Ryan was as a Civil Engi-
neer with Earth Tech in New York City, where he 
designed and reviewed highway plans for the re-
construction of the Route 9A/West Side Highway in 
Lower Manhattan as part of the World Trade Cen-
ter rebuilding effort.  During his time there, he also 
assisted the New York State Department of Trans-
portation with the management of consultant de-
sign contracts associated with the rebuilding work.
